Our new system of care is Strength 

Based and Family Focused, allowing us 

to put in place the much needed services 

that would allow children and families to 

succeed in the home and, more           

importantly, in the community.   
 

We provide support, education and     

advocacy to families in need. We are a 

sister agency to the CMO, known as  

Caring Partners of Morris and Sussex 

Counties.  The CMO provides direct and 

indirect formal services to the identified 

child or young adult whereas the FSO 

provides informal support to the family.  

In conjunction, we hope to greatly        

improve the quality of life for families in 

both Morris and Sussex Counties.
